Because of the nature of this leather, 
there will be variations in color, tone, 
and texture; expect some variation in 
coloration and heaviness of the antique 
effect within a hide and from hide to hide.  
This is part of the inherent beauty of this 
hand-crafted and natural product.

A: Permanent natural 
creases on the 
hide caused by fat 
deposits in the live 
animal usually found 
in the neck, shoulder, 
and belly area.

B: Voyager Cowhide 
is a machine-sprayed 
antiqued leather; 
there will be variation 
in coloration and 
boldness of antiquing 
effect within a hide 
and from hide to hide. 

C: Healed wounds 
during life of animal 
which is characterized 
by raised surface and 
inconsistent grain.

D: Loose grain is 
characterized by large 
“breaks” in the density 
of the grain visible on 
the surface of the hide. 
Generally-speaking, 
loose grain is often 
found towards the 
perimeter of a hide.

E: Characteristic wherein 
the grain structure 
visible on the surface 
of the hide is more 
uniform and “tight.” 
Tight grain is generally 
preferred and found 
more consistently 
towards the interior of 
the hide.
